OVERVIEW
This snapshot was taken at two different points over the past 4 weeks to show the growth in Twitter followers
over that span.

Republican (GOP) gubernatorial candidates hold 7 of the top 10 rankings for Twitter followers/CD. The GOP’s
account for 76.24% of all followers for gubernatorial candidates: consequently surpassing the Democrat (DEM)
candidates 11,599 to 3,464.

HEAD TO HEAD
GOP gubernatorial candidates hold a head to head advantage in 21 of the 37 states that have completed the
primary process.

Meg Whitman had the most Twitter followers for Republican candidates with 2,291 (43/CD) while John Kitzhaber
