This snapshot reflects growth in Twitter followers over the past four weeks. Republican (GOP) Senate candidates
hold 6 of the top 10 rankings for followers/CD. GOP Senate candidates account for 85.46% of all followers for
Senate candidates during this period: consequently outgrowing the DEM candidates 31,324 to 5,104.

Carly Fiorina had the most Twitter followers for Republican (GOP) candidates with 6,489 (122/CD) while Andrew
Romanoff led the way for Democrat (DEM) candidates with 976 (139/CD).
