OVERVIEW

This snapshot reflects growth in web site visitors over the past four weeks. Republican (GOP) Senate candidates
hold 8 of the top 10 rankings for visitors/CD. GOP Senate candidates account for 63.11% of all visitors for Senate
candidates during this period: consequently outgrowing the DEM candidates 561,160 to 237,197.

WHICH U.S. SENATE CANDIDATES ARE PERFORMING THE BEST WITH WEB TRAFFIC?
Sharron Angle had the most visitors for Republican (GOP) candidates with 125,025 (41,675/CD) while Barbara
Boxer led the way for Democrat (DEM) candidates with 37,120 (700/CD).
