OVERVIEW

This snapshot reflects growth in web site visitors over the past four weeks. Republican (GOP) U.S. Senate
candidates hold 7 of the top 10 rankings for visitors/CD. GOP Senate candidates account for 69.07% of all visitors
for Senate candidates during this period: consequently outgrowing the DEM candidates 440,298 to 223,422,
