OVERVIEW

This snapshot reflects growth in YouTube views over the past four weeks. Republican (GOP) Senate candidates
hold 7 of the top 10 rankings for views/CD. GOP Senate candidates account for 73.61% of all views for Senate
candidates during this period: consequently outgrowing the DEM candidates 644,963 to 231,240.

WHICH U.S. SENATE CANDIDATES ARE PERFORMING THE BEST ON YOUTUBE?
Roy Blunt had the most YouTube views for Republican (GOP) candidates with 185,641 (20,627/CD) while Harry
Reid led the way for Democrat (DEM) candidates with 79,530 (26,510/CD).
