OVERVIEW
This snapshot reflects growth in YouTube views over the past 4 weeks (09/19/2010 — 10/18/2010).

Republican (GOP) U.S. Senate candidates hold 4 of the top 10 rankings for views/CD. GOP Senate candidates
account for 63.88% of all views for Senate candidates during this period: consequently outgrowing the DEM
candidates 2,046,047 to 1,123,755.

HEAD TO HEAD
GOP candidates hold a head to head advantage in 22 of the 37 states that have completed the primary process.
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TOP PERFORMERS
Christine O'Donnell had the most views for GOP candidates with 608,183 (608,183/CD) while Jack Conway led the
way for DEM candidates with 201,646 (33,608/CD).
